Job Summary: Under the general supervision of the Programs and Special Events Manager a Pickleball
Instructor will be passionate about pickleball, possess strong instructional skills, and can create engaging and
effective lessons for beginner, intermediate and advanced players. Responsible to uphold JPRD values and
ensure the physical and mental safety of all participants involved. This position offers an exciting opportunity to
contribute to the growth of pickleball within our community.
